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Bard College Conservatory of Music expands Bard’s spirit of innovation in arts and education. 
The Conservatory, which opened in 2005, offers a five-year, double-degree program at 
the undergraduate level and, at the graduate level, programs in vocal arts, conducting, and 
instrumental performance, as well as Chinese music and culture. Also at the graduate level, 
the Conservatory offers an Advanced Performance Studies Program and a two-year Post-
graduate Collaborative Piano Fellowship. The US-China Music Institute of the Bard College 
Conservatory of Music, established in 2017, offers a unique degree program in Chinese 
instruments. The Conservatory Orchestra has performed twice at Lincoln Center, and has 
completed three international concert tours to China, Hong Kong, and Taiwan; Russia and 
six cities in Central and Eastern Europe; and to three cities in Cuba.

This year, the Conservatory has enrolled 175 undergraduate and graduate students from 
20 different countries and 27 states. Many students hold named scholarships in recogni-
tion of their academic and musical excellence including the John Cage Trust Scholarship, 
Bettina Baruch Scholarship, Y. S. Liu Foundation Scholarship, Joan Tower Composition Schol-
arship, Alexander Borodin Scholarship, Robert Martin Scholarship, and Stephen and Belinda 
Kaye Scholarship, among others.

PROGRAM NOTES

The Peony Pavilion – Pursuing a Dream 				  
Kunqu Opera, arr. Chen Tao
Du Liniang, the daughter of the local governor Du Bao, lived with her parents and, 
following the rules of “good behavior”, rarely left her home.  Once, she visited the gar-
den with her maid, Chunxiang.  The spring scenery deeply touched her. After returning 
home from the garden, she had a nap in which she started dreaming. In her dream, she 
and a young scholar fell in love with each other and had a very romantic experience.  
After waking up, Liniang recalled her romantic dream and could not stop thinking about 
it.  She went back to the garden searching for the scenery and a trace of her dream.  As 
she kept reminiscing about her dream, she felt so melancholy and missed the young 
scholar so much that she became seriously ill and eventually died.
Sometimes one may fall in love without initially realizing it, and such love may run 
extremely deep.  Love has the power of making the living die, and making the dead 
revive!  The legend of “The Peony Pavilion” is a masterpiece written by Tang Xianzu, 
a playwright in the Ming Dynasty. It contains the enlightenment thought of individual 
liberation, and is full of romanticism.  It has great influence over, and is highly respected 
in, international literature.

Beloved Hometown	
Zhu Xiao-Gu, arr. Chen Tao
The music is adapted from the source music of Ping-Tan. Ping-Tan is a local folk-art 
form popular in the Jiang Nan area, especially in Su Zhou. The vivid and cheerful mel-
ody depicts the composer’s deepest love and praise of his hometown.

Sadness of Chang Men Palace 				  
Classical Music, arr. Zhu Yi & Chen Tao
The original title meant to express Chen A-Jiao’s feelings of sorrow for being aban-
doned by Emperor Wu of the Han Dynasty in the Longmen Palace. The music depicts 
the image of women’s sadness and the mixed emotions of grief and anger.

Dream of Dun Huang – Dizi with ensemble			 
Chen Tao
This piece was composed in 2005 and is based on the imagery of Dunhuang frescoes. 
The work was originally composed of dance music commissioned by Chen Nai Ni 
Dance Company (a famous dance company in the U.S.). Later, a revised version for dizi 
and ensemble was performed in a San Francisco music festival. The version for today’s 
performance is specially arranged for the Bard Chinese Ensemble. 
Dun Huang frescoes are the main component of art in the Dunhuang caves, with huge 
scale and exquisite craftsmanship. The content of Dunhuang frescoes is rich and col-
orful. Like other religious art, it depicts the image of gods, the activities of gods, the 
relationship between gods and gods, gods and people, so as to entrust people’s good 



wishes and soothe people’s hearts. It is also one of the four ancient caves China and is 
listed as a world intangible cultural heritage.

Sunset

Three-Six							     
Gu Guan-Ren, arr. Chen Tao 
This tune is adapted from the music style of Sizhu (Silk & Bamboo) and TanCi (one of 
the Singing & Spoken music formats) popular in the south of the Yangtze River. The 
music is lively, smooth and has a strong JianNan style. This instrumental piece is a pop-
ular overture for tannic (also called pinnate) music, a narrative song genre native to the 
Suzhou area. San-Liu, meaning “three-six”, refers to the musical structure. 

The Drunken Royal Concubine					   
Peking Opera, arr. by Chen Tao
Peking Opera’s The Drunken Concubine, also known as The Hundred Flowers Pavilion, 
is a one-act opera based on the story of Yang Yuhuan, a historical figure in the Tang 
Dynasty in China.  It was created by Mei Lanfang, a renowned Peking Opera artist, and 
is one of the most famous operas in Mei’s school.
The play describes Yang Yuhuan, the favorite concubine of Emperor Minghuang of the 
Tang dynasty. The emperor requests that she set up a banquet at the Hundred Flowers 
Pavilion for the two of them.  But after Yuhuan prepares the banquet, the emperor in-
stead goes to another concubine’s palace. Angry and humiliated, Yuhuan gets drunk to 
console herself. Together with two eunuchs, Gao and Pei, she drinks to excess and ends 
up staggering back to her own palace in deep sorrow.
Through action, words, and music, The Drunken Concubine explores Yang Yuhuan’s 
shifting moods from expectation to disappointment and then to resentment.
